
Making Dallas Green

The Dallas Convention Center has 
become one of the greenest facilities in 
the nation as a Silver LEED certified 
center thanks to a determined effort to 
reduce energy usage, emphasize the 
environment, and gain Leadership in 
Energy and Environmental Design 
(LEED) certification.  As a result, the 
Dallas Convention Center:

• Is on track to save 20 million 
kilowatt hours of electricity per 
year (a 35% reduction) through 
equipment replacement and 
retrofitting.

• Has reduced water usage 18%, or 
7 million gallons per year, by 
replacing existing plumbing 
fixtures with low-flush models and 
installing a more efficient cooling 
tower.

• Uses solar energy, from 54 
Making Dallas Green rooftop solar 
panels, to heat water.

  
• Maintains temperatures in exhibit 
halls with high-speed dock doors 
that close automatically when 
there is no movement.

• Revamped the heating and air 
conditioning design to enhance 
efficiency.

• Is part of a city-wide commitment 
to 40% of energy from renewable 
sources.

• Uses green, environmentally safe 
cleaning supplies.

Importantly for clients, we have 
expanded our recycling program and 
design recycling processes for each 
event. Through this effort:

• We have greatly reduced the 
Center’s landfill usage.

• Clients are not charged to remove 
recycling dumpsters, unlike trash 
dumpsters.

• We provide recycling collection 
containers for any event.
